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Benchmark: 	Analyze the interdependence of homeostasis and the body systems for their role in the health and wellness of the human body.

Product:  	A children’s book that goes describes what happens to your body system when it is not in homeostasis.

Procedure:
1. Using information of one of the disease you have obtained for your body system, write a storybook for children in the 3rd grade.

2. Using the storybook format describe how the body system maintains homeostasis and what happens when an imbalance occurs (disease). Also include medical treatments that can help the disease and describe how these medical treatments work.

2. Use the storyboard sheet to help you design your book.  Think about which text goes on each page and what illustrations or diagrams you will use with the text (remember… it’s for grades 1-3)

3. Turn in the storyboard for approval.

4. Make your book.  Remember that this should be a product you can be proud of.  You will be reading your book to the class and hopefully an audience of young children.
